Why KENYA?

Kenya's economic and social development is greatly dependent on International trade. Kenya's geographical location makes it a major gateway for
trade to the Eastern and Central African region. Kenya is located on the eastern coast of Africa, bordering Somalia to the east; Ethiopia to the north;
